This is a very literal picture of what it is to be a
teenager. They know they have no power or
authority over their own lives and they are
searching for escape. Many choose rebellion in
all its various forms, clothing, hair, behaviour,
substances…

My thought is that Jesus could be the ultimate
escape. I try to teach them that Jesus was in
exactly that position, resisting an establishment
not chosen by Himself, with a moral code with
which He couldn’t agree, and a sense of danger
too!

Whether or not I can get this message across
remains to be seen, but hopefully, over time, and
with more help from church volunteers, I can
communicate this very real sense of hope to the
kids that come to Youth Group.
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for the more than twenty kids who come
every Wednesday.
that they feel safe and wanted.
that there will be an adult at youth with
whom they can connect.
that their needs are met. 
Pray with me that they may meet Jesus and
recognize Him as their Saviour.
